	The following resolution was offered by Supervisor Gotto, who moved its adoption, seconded by Deputy Supervisor Brown to wit:

The Town Board of New Paltz offers this resolution in support of Good Trouble Lives On, a national tribute to the heroic civil rights leader Congressman John Lewis. 
Coined by Congressman Lewis, "Good Trouble" is the action of coming together to take peaceful, non-violent action to challenge injustice and create meaningful change. 
It is a day of nonviolent action at rallies, marches, teach-ins, press conferences, and vigils to demand that Congress fight back and protect our freedom to vote.
Get in good trouble, necessary trouble, and redeem the soul of America.” John Lewis made this statement on the Edmund Pettus Bridge in Selma, Alabama on March 1, 2020 commemorating the tragic events of Bloody Sunday. Bloody Sunday occurred on March 7, 1965 as peaceful protesters were beaten by law enforcement officers for crossing the bridge. Lewis and others like Amelia Boynton Robinson were beaten so badly they were hospitalized.
On July 17th, the anniversary of Congressman John Lewis’s passing, Americans are taking action across the country to defend our democracy and carry forward his legacy of Good Trouble. 
The Town Board of New Paltz expresses our solidarity with Congressman John Lewis’s vision of America, and his fight for justice, voting rights, and dignity for all.
